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I am a landowner and member of the Weiden Lake Property Owners Association in Narrowsburg, N.Y.  Weiden Lake is located on the Eastern Branch of the Ten Mile River, a tributary of the Delaware River. 

My concerns regarding natural gas drilling in my community and watershed are 
the following. 

1. WLPOA looks for a ban of all drilling within the entire Delaware Watershed.  
Fifteen million people rely on it for clean water from Hancock, NY to Philadelphia, PA. 
2. There are no treatment plants to handle the toxic fluid removed after drilling, nor can they remove all of the toxicity of used fluid. NYS Dept of Health determines fluid contains, in addition to drilling chemicals, "Naturally Occurring Radioactive Materials" (NORM) that contain radioactive levels hundreds of times greater than health code allows. 
3. Neither NYS or PA have done any studies to determine cumulative impact of drilling. 

4. As demonstrated by record flooding within the area in recent years, the practice of storing toxic chemicals on site would be reckless. 

5. The geology of the area is conducive to methane migration, as demonstrated poisoning of private water wells within the 9 square mile area of nearby Dimock, PA. 

6. Local roads, bridges, and infrastructure are inadequate to handle the trucking required to furnish drilling well pads.  Emergency services would be compromised and leave the citizens in a dangerous situation.  Small local towns cannot afford repairs to damaged infrastructure.


7. The type of drilling proposed, hydraulic fracturing, is proven dangerous to health and environment. 

8. The State of New York is understaffed and unprepared to monitor and regulate. 
Recent research by the New York-based “Toxics Targeting” finds 270 cases documenting fires, 
explosions, wastewater spills, well contamination and ecological damage 
related to gas drilling over the past thirty years.
9. Proposed well spacing in NYS would prove devastating to forests, soil, water, and wildlife.
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
